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"Oh what a tangled web we weave when first we practice to deceive."  So says Clarissa, the charming diplomat's wife and main murder suspect, in Agatha Christie's Spider's Web which opens Friday, April 17 and runs through May 24 at the Coronado Playhouse.

Veteran director Keith A. Anderson who takes the helm for this classic British murder mystery set in 1956 marvels at Christie’s skill, “Christie mysteries are fun for audiences as she injects a great amount of humor as she unwinds the plot for the viewer.   Through her writings she also gives us a very clear picture of the panorama of British society; in Spider's Web, she creates a set of especially likable characters led by Clarissa who charms everyone from her stern guardian to the suspicious police inspector."
